C Distance (measured in a straight line from Woodford Primary School to the
child’s home address)

* Places will be offered on an availability basis, reflecting the sessions requested.

* If we are unable to meet your request in full, alternative sessions will be offered if
available.

* Places are secured with the return of a Pre-school Agreement and all other
required documents.

+ If the alternatives offered are not suitable, you will be given the option of joining
the waiting list.

+ The waiting list is reviewed on a regular basis and places are offered/allocated as
soon as they become available.

Please be aware that a place at Woodford Pre-school does not guarantee a place
at Woodford Primary School. School admissions are arranged through Stockport Local
Authority.
